About Us:

At Families Together Suffolk (FTS) we believe that children and families deserve the best
start in life, to have choices and chances to live the best lives they can. We offer support
through home visiting volunteers, family groups and workshops and we aim to help families
through the barriers that they may face. Our services and projects are dedicated to making a
positive difference to the lives of children, families and community.

Whist FTS has been successful in attracting funding through grants, trusts and fundraising to
provide services, the amounts available are continually under threat by cuts and increased
competition. Charities are under pressure to generate their own income with charity shops
and online sales providing this, alongside added value to service users and the environment.

FTS currently have a shop in Eye, which runs alongside an eBay Hub in Stowmarket, both are
being used to raise independent income to support our charitable mission. So that we can
continue to run successfully and expand our retail endeavours, we are recruiting volunteers
who share the ethos of Families Together Suffolk, those who want to help their local
community and anyone who may have received support in the past and would like to ‘give
back’.

Purpose of the Role:
